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Typical speech and language development can vary greatly among children.  However, there are specific milestones to look for to ensure that your child is on track with his/her speech and language development.  From the age of 2-3 months, children begin vocalizing and by 5 to 7 months are beginning to babble.  From 8 to 24 months of age children should be putting together strings of sounds or syllables produced with various stress and intonation patterns which then form into various word approximations.   As a general rule, by the age of 2, children should be producing at least 50 different words and be starting to produce 2-3 word utterances.  They should also be able to identify body parts, understand simple questions and commands, ask “what’s this?” or “where’s my…?,” name actions and pictures, use plural “s” endings, and stay with one activity for 6 to 7 minutes.  Typically, a child should be at least 25-50% intelligible by age 2, 50-75% intelligible by age 3, and 100% intelligible by age 4-5.  “UNLESS SOMEONE LIKE YOU CARES A WHOLE AWFUL LOT, NOTHING IS GOING TO GET BETTER.
